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English


This term, we will use two texts as the basis of our English lessons: Rose Blanche and When the Sky Falls.  Both of these texts will support our history curriculum as they are set during the Second World War.  Using the texts as a stimulus, the children will have the opportunity to apply their writing skills to a range of genres.


We will also continue to develop the children’s understanding of grammar, punctuation and spelling and have the opportunity for handwriting practice.


The children will have time to read for pleasure as well as having the chance to develop and consolidate inference, retrieval and fluency skills in reading lessons. 








Humanities 


(Science, Geography and History)


In Science we will be investigating Evolution. We will be focusing on the work of Charles Darwin and understand the concepts of natural selection, inheritance and evolution. We will also explore how different creatures are adapted to their environments.  The children will apply their investigation skills.


Our history lessons this term will link to our focus on World War Two, in particular The Blitz and evacuees. We will learn about the causes of the war, key dates, significant individuals and we will use a variety of historical sources to explore evacuees, life during the war and the impact on the countries involved.
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Maths


Our main focus this term will be fractions and converting measurements, including metric and imperial.  We will apply our knowledge of number and the four operations to calculate with fractions, compare and order fractions and understand improper fractions.


We will also explore the vocabulary and strategies to help the children solve word problems.


Throughout the term, children will have the opportunity to solve problems and reason. Fluency in arithmetic will be an ongoing focus and there will be weekly practice sessions. 





Computing – Programming





In computing, we will focus on programming with an introduction to Python.  We will start to create designs using nested loops and explain the need for these, modify a program and decompose a program into an algorithm.


On-going focus: Online Safety and touch-typing skills


Computing skills may be applied in other subjects through research or creating documents to support learning in those areas.
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PE 


We will have two PE lessons per week.


One lesson per week will focus on developing skills in gymnastics including balance, flexibility, travelling and safe use of apparatus.


Our second PE lesson will focus on


Dance where we will choreograph a dance influenced by The Titanic.





Art & Music


In music we will look at the music of World War 2.  Within the unit we will use musical language to make comparisons, understand musical scores and sing the correct words at the right time.


Our DT project this term will involve working with textiles, with the wartime idea of ‘make do and mend’ as an inspiration.  We will also apply our cookery skills to war time recipes. 





RE


This term we will continue to focus on the question…


What difference does it make to believe in Ahimsa, Grace and Ummah?


In this unit we will investigate what it means to be committed to a faith.





PPSHE


This term our focus in PSHE is Health and Wellbeing. Through our lessons, we will identify long term goals, understand the importance of relaxation, recognise the impact of technology on health, recognise ways to prevent ourselves and others from getting ill, learn responsibility for our own health and understanding the importance of developing good habits.


The principles of co-operation, friendship and online safety will be an ongoing focus in our class.
