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Maths


Our main focus this term will be place value and of number.  We will then use these skills to further our understanding of the four number operations and calculation methods.


We will also explore the vocabulary and strategies to help the children solve word problems.


Throughout the term, children will have the opportunity to solve problems and reason, as well as a chance to develop their mental arithmetic. Fluency in multiplication facts will be essential to progress and subsequently, children will continue to be tested throughout the year.





Humanities 


(Science, Geography and History)


In Science, we will be investigating Living Things and Their Habitats. We will be focusing on the use of classification systems to identify different organisms. We will also explore how different creatures are adapted to their environments.  The children will be using observable characteristics to identify creatures and then create new creatures of their own which they will include on a classification key. 


Our Geography lessons this term will link to our focus on ‘The Amazing Americas’. We will learn about the geographical similarities and differences through the study of human and physical geography of several regions within North and South America.

English


Every class will start the year off by studying the book ‘Return’ by Aaron Becker for the first couple of weeks of the Autumn term.  This is the final book in the Return trilogy.


Our other core text this term will be There’s a Boy in the Girl’s Bathroom by Louis Sachar.


This text is written by an American author and set in North America so it fits in with our Amazing Americas topic.


English lessons will provide opportunities for the children to practise writing skills using a variety of genres.





Computing – Computing Systems and Networks  





This unit will look at codes and the importance of secure passwords.  Within the unit, we will find out about the importance of code breaking at Bletchley Park during WW2 and about significant individuals in the history of computer science.  There will be an ongoing and continuous focus on online safety and the appropriate use of technology.


Computing skills may be applied in other subjects through research or creating documents to support learning in those areas.
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PE 


We will have two PE lessons per week – Wednesday and Friday.


One lesson per week will focus on developing skills in gymnastics including balance, developing sequences and travelling at different levels using a range of equipment.


Our other PE lesson will focus on developing skills in hockey, including defending, tackling, passing and shooting.  There will be a focus on developing team skills.








Art & Music


In music, we will focus on pitch, dynamics and texture using Fingal’s Cave as the focus piece of music.  The children will explore the role of a conductor and have a go at creating a graphic score.


Our Art this term will begin with an investigation of the work of Vincent Van Gogh. The children will then recreate their own version of his famous painting, ‘The Chair’.





French


This term we will learn how to talk about sports using French vocabulary.  We will construct simple sentences about the sports that we play and whether we like or dislike different sports.





PPSHE


Our first unit in our PSHE and RSE curriculum will be Families and Relationships. Through our lessons, we will learn to resolve conflict, through negotiation and compromise. We will also explore respect and understand that everyone deserves to be respected.   Learning to resolve conflict, through negotiation and compromise.
