French


This term, the children will be continuing to learn French.  They will be learning about French food as well as learning how to talk about music.  








Science


In science, we will be learning about sound, recognising how sounds are made and finding patterns between the pitch and volume of sounds.  We will also be starting our animals including humans topic, looking at different food chains.





English


This term Year 4 will be reading ‘Escape from Pompeii’ and a selection of Roman Myths and Legends.  We will be retelling stories and poems, as well as writing a nonchronological report and a newspaper report.





The children will continue to improve their reading and comprehension skills, developing strategies to help them with different types of question.  They will also continue practising their joined up cursive handwriting, to try and earn a pen license if they don’t already have one.

The Rotten Romans








Topic


(Geography, History, Art and D.T.)


Throughout the Spring term our topic will be based on the Romans and Italy.


In history we will be learning about Roman ways of life, including food, jobs and leisure activities, as well as how the Roman Empire was formed. In geography we will also be studying Italy and comparing the country with the UK.





In Art, we will be designing and making our own Roman mosaics and in DT we will be looking at Italian foods and preparing some of our own Italian dishes!











Maths


This term we will be continuing our multiplication and division topic, learning how to multiply and divide by 10 and 100, as well as formal written methods to multiply and divide 2 and 3-digit numbers.  We will also start our fractions and decimals topics, learning how to compare and convert fractions, add and subtract fractions and divide numbers to give a decimal as the answer.  We will also be learning how to calculate the perimeter of different shapes.  The children will continue to practise their times tables up to 12x12.
