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R.E.


This term we will be learning about Christianity and Islam.  We will be exploring different stories from the Bible, as well as learning the importance of the Quran. 





French


This term, the children will continue to learn French.  They will be taught how to count, as well as learning some French playground games.  They will also learn the words for different items in the classroom.








English


This term Year 3 will be reading the following books:


‘Wolves’ and ‘Pebble in my Pocket’.


We will learn about and have opportunities to write persuasive writing, poems and descriptions, as well as recognising how pictures can contribute to the meaning of a story.  We will continue to improve our extended writing, becoming more consistent using paragraphs and fronted adverbials.  The children will also continue practising their joined up handwriting and will learn new techniques to continue improving their reading comprehension skills.








Science


In Science, we will continue our topic on forces and magnets, looking at how different types of surfaces produce friction.  After half term, our focus will switch to rocks, learning how to classify different types of rock.








Year 3 Spring Term 


Extreme Earth








Maths


This term we will continue to learn multiplication and division before moving on to measurement and fractions.  We will be looking at different ways to multiply and divide 2-digit numbers by 1-digit numbers, as well as recognising the relationship between multiplication and division, using our times tables to help us.  We will also be learning how to find perimeters of shapes and finding equivalent lengths, masses and volumes.  The children will continue to learn their 3x, 4x and 8x tables.





Topic


(Geography, History, Art and D.T.)


Our History topic will examine how travel has changed over time, looking at different modes of transport.  In Geography, we will be looking at our extreme Earth, including volcanoes, learning about how volcanoes are formed and where on Earth volcanoes are more commmonly found and why.  In Art this term, we will be creating collages of volcanoes, linking to our Geography work.

Weekly English and Maths homework will continue to be set each Friday and should be completed and handed in by the following Tuesday.  Spellings will still be tested on a Friday and Times Tables will be tested on Wednesdays.  All children should be reading to an adult at least 3 times a week at home.  Please record all home reading in the reading record books; these will be checked every Monday but please make sure reading books are in school every day.  We would also like the children to practise their recorder at home between lessons.








P.E.


During the Spring term, the children will be participating in a range of different sports including Dance, Gymnastics and Netball.
