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Maths


We will begin this term continuing our focus on statistics. In this unit we will learn about the language of data handling, how to draw and interpret different types of graphs, such as line graphs, bar charts and pie charts.  We will then move on to shape and geometry where will learn about angles, 2D and 3D shapes and translation and reflection on a grid.   The latter part of the term will focus on applying the mathematical knowledge learnt over the year to various investigations and problems.  


We will continue to recap and revise prior learning as well as having regular opportunities to practise and apply arithmetic skills.  





English


This term, we will focus on a range of texts and writing genres linked to our curriculum areas.  Some examples of the texts that we will be using are Journey to Jo’burg, which links to our Africa topic and Pig Heart Boy, which links to our science topic.  In addition to this we will use short films, such as Alma, to inspire our writing.  This will provide opportunities for writing comparisons, descriptions and narratives.  Our curriculum areas will also stimulate opportunities for writing explanation and information texts.


 Our work on spelling, punctuation and grammar, as well as our focus on developing reading skills will continue with regular practice and application. 








Humanities 


(Science, Geography and History)


In Science we will be learning about the cardiovascular system and the effects of diet and exercise on our bodies.


Our geography lessons this term will centre around the topic, Africa  In this unit we will use maps and atlases to identify the key geographical features of the continent of Africa.  Also, we will learn about the flora, fauna and culture of the continent. 
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Computing – Data Handling  


In computing, we will be learning about how data can be safely transferred. Children will have the opportunity to investigate the data usage of different online activities. They will also identify how data collection can improve city life and finally presenting ideas for turning a school into a smart school.











PE 


Our weekly lessons with our PE coach will continue where the lessons will focus on cricket, handball and athletics.   


This term sees the lead up to Sports Day so we will have plenty of chances to practise!





Art & Music


The children will explore the composition of the chosen songs and they will listen and appraise before creating their own ensemble using a range of instruments.  We will also start practising our end of year production songs.


In art and design, we will apply our skills to a range of African inspired art and food tasting.

We will investigate how people turn to religion for support during difficult periods in their lives including grief and loss.





PSHE – Economic Wellbeing and Secondary School Transition 


This unit will enable the children to explore how to earn and save money.  We will discuss the responsibility of earning money and how to budget.  We will investigate how money can be spent at secondary school, which will support our work on transition.  Other transition work will focus on travel, timetables, anxieties, friendships and homework.
