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RE


This term we will be focusing on the question…


What does it mean to be a Muslim in Britain today? This will investigate the beliefs and traditions of Islam. 











English


This term Year 6 will be basing their learning around the books ‘The Tree and the River’ and ‘There’s a Boy in the Girls Bathroom’. 





We will have opportunities to write scripts, narrative texts, to write in role and create a persuasive leaflet. 














Science


In Science we will be investigating Living Things and Their Habitats. We will be focusing on the use of classification systems to identify different living organisms.


We will identify trees and plants as well as minibeasts.


We will investigate microorganisms and learn how to set out an investigation correctly.


We will also research the work of Carolus Linnaeus.  





Topic


(Geography, History, Art and DT)





Our Geography lessons this term will link to our focus on ‘The Amazing Americas’ in particular South America. We will learn about the geographical similarities and differences through the study of human and physical geography of several regions within South America.


Our Art this term will begin with an investigation of the work of Vincent Van Gogh. The children will then recreate their own version of his famous painting, ‘The Chair’ and ‘Sunflowers’.








Maths


Our main foci this term will be place value and number, including calculating using the four number operations.


We will also explore the vocabulary and strategies to help the children solve word problems.
